1.  The Louis Couperus society

(Louis Couperus Genootschap)

Couperus, who firmly believed in reincarnation, was convinced he had been an ancient Roman in a previous life. His best work in this respect, The Mountain of Light, on the rise and fall of the deified emperor Heliogabalus, became very popular in Germany. On the whole one can say that his psychological novels had more success in England and the USA, whereas his historical works were more appreciated by the German speaking public. Only a few of his books have been translated into French.

The Louis Couperus Genootschap is the biggest literary society in The Netherlands.

Fidessa.   Filmed by Blond en Blauw

Fidessa is a multi-screen film based on Louis Couperus' 1899fairytale of the same name.  Script writer Jeremy Baker has remained true to Couperus' original idea but has taken some liberties with the story. The director, Michael Helmerhorst, has been inspired by the expressionist cinema of Fritz Lang and by manga, Japanese comics that are often sexually explicit and violent. The eclectic approach serves to highlight the mythical atmosphere of the performance.

Fidessa is the story of the spiritual union of two souls, the naked wood nymph Fidessa and the harnessed knight Sans-Joye – an impossible love situated against the backdrop of a mythical, mediaeval world.

Because their love blooms in the world of Sans-Joye, the law-governed society of Forteres, the two lovers are forced to bring sacrifices.  Everybody there wears a harness, and for her lack of one the naked Fidessa is seen as sinful and wicked.   Fidessa has a harness made for herself in order to be able to be with her beloved.  Sans-Joye, on the other hand, decides to shed his in order to be with Fidessa. While because of all this a battle breaks out around them, ambition, vengeance, lust and vanity force the lovers to make choices that will forever determine their lives and thoseof the people who surround them.

Van Welie was in his day a celebrated portraitist who painted, among others, the Parisian cabaret singer Yvette Guilbert, the actress Sarah Bernhardt, the Dutch poet Willem Kloos and popes Benedict XV and Pius X.

The Louis Couperus Museum displays portraits of famous contemporaries and acquaintances of Couperus. The exhibition runs from 19th June until 16th November. Distinguished Ibsen translator and critic Rolf Fjelde, Professor of Literature at Pratt Institute and the chief organizer of the Symposium, was elected Founding President. In December, 1979, the ISA was certified as a non-profit corporation under the laws of the State of New York.

The purpose of the Ibsen Society of America, as set out in its Bylaws, is to foster through lectures, readings, performances, conferences, and publications an understanding of Ibsen's works as they are interpreted in texts and produced on stage and in film and other media. The Society is The Ibsen Society of America by virtue of its location and the citizenship of most of its members, but it is concerned with Ibsen activities throughout the world. Membership in The Ibsen Society of America is open to anyone with an interest in Ibsen.

The ISA publishes an annual journal, Ibsen News and Comment, distributed free to all members, which reports on Ibsen activities within the ISA and throughout the world. It reviews productions of Ibsen's plays and recent books and articles on Ibsen. Every issue features the only existing critical annotated bibliography of current articles on Ibsen.
